Water Treatment Plant Ribbon Cutting Ceremony

not money allocated in the budget and requested that a dedicated amount be set by the board for
the expenses. Commissioner Mary Allen made a motion to approve $1,000 to be spent for the
ribbon cutting ceremony. Commissioner Willis Williams seconded. Motion unanimously passed.

Commissioner Kimberly Cockrell stated that the elected officials commission is normally paid in
December of every year. She asked the board if she could have the approval to pay an elected
official for the meetings they had already attended if it was requested. The money is already
covered in the budget and the elected official could only get money already earned. Commissioner
Preston Craddock moved to approve elected officials to receive payment for meetings attended
and that is included in the budget.
