ANNEXATION ORDINANCE
June 27, 2019

THIS ANNEXATION ORDINANCE, made this 27" day of June, 2019, by the Town
Board of Commissioners of the Town of Jamesville, North Carolina, pursuant to N.C.G.S. §

160A-58.1 and N.C.G.S. § 160A-31.

1. That on the 1% day of May, 2019, the Town of Jamesville Board of Commissioners did
receive a Proposed Annexation Request from Val and Skip Valentine of Valentine
Amusement Park, Inc./Indiantown Farm, LLC., to voluntarily annex two parcels pursuant
to N.C.G.S. § 160A-58.1 and N.C.G.S. § 160A-31.

2. That on or about the 1% day of May, 2019, the Town Clerk of Jamesville did receive a
Petition for Voluntary Annexation, signed by all the owners of real property within the

area proposed for annexation, which said areas are described as follows:

AREA ONE: A parcel of land adjoining the western boundary of the Town of
Jamesville and the northerly side of Main Street consisting of approximately 22.29 acres,
more or less, and being Martin County Tax Parcel 0102335 (less any portion of this
parcel which is already within the city limits of the Town of Jamesville). A map of this
Martin County Tax Parcel 0102335 is attached hereto and incorporated by reference.
This is a portion of the lands conveyed to Indiantown Farm, LLC in Deed Book N-26
page 471, Martin County Registry.

AREA TWO: A parcel of land consisting of approximately 14.392 acres, more or less,
adjoining the westerly side of Area One described above and the northerly side of Main
Street and being the same lands conveyed to Valentine Amusement Park, Inc. in Deed
Book X-26 page 605, Martin County Registry. A map of this parcel is recorded in Plat
Cabinet D Slide 203-G, Martin County Registry and this deed and map are incorporated
by reference. This is also Martin County Tax Parcel 0101518.

3. That on the 14* day of May, 2019, the Town Clerk for the Town of Jamesville did certify
those requirements of N.C.G.S. § 160A-58.1 and N.C.G.S. § 160A-31 are met and the
Petition appears to be valid.

4. That on the 31 day of May, 2019, public notice of a Public Hearing to be held on June
10™, 2019 was published in the Martin Enterprise Newspaper, said date being at least ten
days prior to the date of Hearing pursuant to N.C.G.S. § 160A-58.2 and N.C.G.S. §
160A-31.

5. That a Public Hearing was held on the 10" day of June, 2019, at the regular town board
meeting of the Town of Jamesville Board of Commissioners. That no person spoke in

opposition to the Proposed Voluntary Annexation.
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UPON MOTION, by Commissioner Larris Tolson, and seconded by Commissioner Mary Allen,

the Town of Jamesville Board of Commissioners hereby makes the following findings:

1

That the area described in the Petition and in paragraph 2 above meets all the
standards set out in N.C.G.S. § 160A-58.1(b) and N.C.G.S. § 160A-31.

That the Petition bears the signatures of all the owners of real property within the
area proposed for annexation.

The Petition is otherwise valid.

That public health, safety, and welfare of the inhabitants of the Town of
Jamesville and the area proposed for annexation will be best served by the

annexation.

5. That the effective date of this Annexation shall be June 30, 2019.

From and after the effective date of this Annexation Ordinance, the annexed area
and its citizens and property are subject to all debts, laws, ordinances, and
regulations of the Town of Jamesville, and are entitled to the same privileges and
benefits as other parts of the Town of Jamesville.

The Mayor of the Town of Jamesville shall cause an accurate map of the above-
referenced annexed property, together with a copy of this Ordinance duly
certified, to be recorded in the Office of the Register of Deeds of Martin County,
and in the Office of the Secretary of State of North Carolina pursuant to N.C.G.S.
§ 160A-51.

The foregoing Motion received 5 ayes and 0 nayes, and was duly adopted by the Town

Board of Commissioners of Jamesville.

Mayor Protem Williams told the board that we received a letter from Xenith Bank stating
that they will be closing their Plymouth branch on September 13, 2019. He continued
stating that the nearest bank will be in Edenton. The Finance Officer presented the board
with a list of LGC approved banks for the board to choose from. Commissioner Larris
Tolson moved giving the Finance Officer authority to research the local banks and
interest rates for the board to review. Commissioner Carolyn Martin seconded. Motion
unanimously passed. 5 Ayes — 0 Nays.

Mayor Protem Williams talked to the board about putting the Water Tank Maintenance
out for bid. He continued that doing that could save the town a great deal of money.
Commissioner Rachel Craddock moved to allow the Water Tank Maintenance Contract
to be put out for bid. Commissioner Larris Tolson seconded. Motion unanimously
passed. 5 Ayes — 0 Nays.

The board was presented with a mosquito contract between the Town of Jamesville and
Rid A Pest for approval. This contract is for FY 19-20 and includes six (6) sprays in the
amount of $450.00 per spray. Commissioner Larris Tolson moved to approve the
contract as presented. Commissioner Rachel Craddock seconded. Motion unanimously
passed. 5 Ayes — 0 Nays.

Mayor Protem Williams spoke to the board about sending Charles Winstead and Samuel
Lilley to obtain herbicide and pesticide licenses. Upon retaining their license they will be
able to spray the town for Mosquitos, control fire ants at the cemetery and spray
chemicals to kills the weeds in town. Mr. Winstead spoke to the board regarding
information that he had obtained about the license. He stated that the equipment could be
pricey. Commissioner Larris Tolson moved to approve the town looking into obtaining
herbicide and pesticide license for Charles Winstead and Samuel Lilley. Commissioner
Rachel Craddock seconded. Motion unanimously passed. 5 Ayes — 0 Nays.

An invoice in the amount of $856.00 from Coastal Generator Services was submitted to
the board for approval. The repairs are for the generator located at the Sewer Pumping
Station on Hwy 171. Commissioner Larris Tolson moved to approve the invoice.
Commissioner Carolyn Martin seconded. Motion unanimously passed. 5 Ayes — 0 Nays.
